· It has been suggested that the PC members attend the Daviot primary PTA barbeque on the 27th August, in an attempt to draw in more parent members to the PC. There is a possibility of both head boy and girl also attending this event.
· Text messages will be sent out to parents before the next meeting to try and persuade new parents to attend the PC (Action AT).
· Fundraising Matters: It has been suggested to leave the pixel competition in the forthcoming session in an attempt to try new ways of fundraising. The possibility of a quiz night in conjunction with the dragons den event was discussed.

· CFE: This is an ongoing agenda on the PC and will be discussed again in the new session.
· School Uniforms:  At the next meeting a DFS representative for the school will be elected. Andy will speak to Olwen Fraser (Head of Health) about having a school sports kit. This has been discussed in the past, and the issue will also be discussed with the student forum. (Action AT)
